Key areas to include:

¢ In general, explain why you want to Intercalate?

e Why do you want to come to Edinburgh?

¢ What can you bring to Edinburgh University and what attributes
can you offer?

e Provide evidence that you understand the career implications of
your choice

e Detail any relevant skills or experience
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¢ Outline any relevant personal qualities, interests and skills and
indicate how these have been developed

You may wish to add:

¢ Why you want to study your chosen subject.

e What particular qualities and experience you can bring to the
course.

e Details of any work experience or voluntary activity, especially if it
is relevant to your course.

e Any other evidence of extracurricular achievements.

¢ Details of any sponsorship or placements you have secured or
applied for

e Any wider aspects of life that make you an interesting and well-
rounded student.

e Academic achievement and possibly the reference from your
tutor/adviser at school/college is regarded by many people to be
more important, and is really an indication of our selection policy
rather than guidance on what to include in a personal statement.
